We employed over 30 Family Support Workers who worked hard during 
the summer break to ensure the children enjoyed the experience and 
some of them have already put their names down for next year. 
 
Also as part of the summer programme, teenagers in Uttlesford and 
Children in the Epping Forest area took part in activity days. The Music 
Day and the Farm Day were especially enjoyed by those who attended. 
As well as the Family Day for under 10’s in which we linked with Oak 
View School and Sun Rise School in Loughton.
